Congratulations Seven Devils! Thanks to the wonderful combined effort of the North Carolina Parks and Rec-

reation Trust Fund, The Conservation Fund, the Seven Devils Tourism Development Authority, and the great 

support of Town residents, the Town of Seven Devils now owns the Otter Falls property.  Thank you, Thank 

you, Thank you! 

The 9.78-acre parcel is wooded with a stream and a beautiful waterfall. The waterfall is known as Otter Falls, 

as most of you know. The property is heavily forested and is pristine. It has never been developed and as far as 

we know, the land is as natural as it was on the day of creation, except for an observation deck and some pic-

nic tables that were placed there many years ago (which are now in disrepair and will be removed).  

With financing from The Conservation Fundõs Land Conservation Loan Program, the Town purchased the 

property on December 31, 2013. Though it seemed at times as though we would never get to the closing, we 

did!! The residents of Seven Devils should be proud of their effort. You should celebrate this accomplishment!  

As we celebrate, we continue to garner the additional support needed to repay the loan and to enhance the 

property with a parking area, trail head, and trails. We are working to find grant money and private donors to 

develop a trail system. In the future, we will likely be calling on residents to volunteer in trail construction, as 

several of you have expressed an interest in helping with this project.  

Currently, there are no trails and no public access to the property. Access from Otter Court is not allowed. 

Additionally, because the property is extremely rugged, steep, and rocky, the Town and emergency personnel 

must formulate emergency rescue plans for the site prior to providing public access. Please be patient as we 

work to make the property accessible and safe. Hopefully, that will be accomplished by the summer of 2014.  

As of the time of this writing on January 6, 2014, we are still about $11,500 short of our total fund raising goal 

for the acquisition phase of this project. Please consider donating to this great cause. Donations are tax-

deductible! Donors who made donations received by the Town prior to January 1, 2014 will be receiving let-

ters for your records to acknowledge your 2013 donation. These will be coming to you soon. For donations 

received after December 31 of 2013 letters will be sent so that you have a record of your 2014 tax-deductible 

donation.
